Direction to Stevenson Middle School –  from Scottsboro, take Hwy 72E to Stevenson.  Exit on Hwy 117, then left back across the overpass to the Stevenson Middle School approx. 1.5 miles, which is near the old downtown area and next to Smith Chevrolet.

Directions to Heritage Center in Scottsboro – Hwy 72 West to Scottsboro, and exit onto Hwy 279 in Hollywood to downtown Scottsboro.  Follow approx. 5 miles to five points in Scottsboro, where HWY 279 becomes HWY 35.  Go straight through the five points traffic light, and follow HWY 35 to the 3rd red light(S Houston Street., Turn left onto S. Houston Street, and the Heritage center is two blocks down on the right - one block off of the square from downtown Scottsboro.
